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Citizens interested in running for a school or special district office have until Friday, August 10 to 
file candidacy documents with the County Registrar of Voters for the November 2018 Statewide 
General Election. Citizens interested in running for city offices up for election must pick up and 
file their candidate filing documents at the appropriate City Clerk’s office during regular business 
hours.

on Wednesday, Aug. 15, for new candidates. Incumbents cannot file during an extended 
candidate filing period. The Registrar of Voters office will notify the public as to which school 
and special district offices candidate filing deadlines will be extended.
