September 24, 2013 Assembly District 52 Special General Election 

Election Day Reminder 

 
On September 24, 2013 a Special General Election is being held in Assembly District 52, which includes 

San Bernardino County voters in the areas of Chino, Fontana, Montclair, and Ontario.  In this election, 

voters will decide whether Ontario Mayor Paul S. Leon or Pomona Councilmember Freddie Rodriguez 

will fill the vacant Assembly seat previously held by Norma J. Torres.  Approximately 116,400 voters in 

San Bernardino County are eligible to vote in this election.  Assembly District 52 is a shared district with 

Los Angeles County. 

 

Voters may vote in person at their assigned polling place, or by mail ballot. Voters can find their assigned

The polls are open from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. on Election Day.  

 

Voters on the permanent vote-by-mail list have already received their ballots.  Those mail ballot voters 

who have not already returned their voted ballots can drop them off between 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. on 

Election Day at any one of seventeen polling places in the district, or at the San Bernardino County 

Elections Office.
