 for Special General Election in Assembly District 52 

 

Voter Information Guides were delivered to voters’ mailboxes earlier this week for the September 24, 

2013 Special General Election in Assembly District 52.  Mail ballots will be delivered to mail ballot 

voters beginning August 31, 2013.   

 

In this election, voters will decide whether Paul S. Leon or Freddie Rodriguez will fill the vacant District 

52 seat.  Assembly District 52 is a shared district with Los Angeles County.  About 117,000 San 

Bernardino County voters are eligible to vote in the district.   

 

Inside the Voter Information Guide, voters will find a Sample Ballot and information about the 

candidates.  On the back cover of the Voter Information Guide, voters will find the address of their 

assigned Election Day polling place.  Voters are encouraged to hold on to their guide until Election Day 

in order to easily find their polling place. 

 

Voters in this election are also able to vote early, or request replacement mail ballots at the San 

Bernardino County Elections Office, 777 E. Rialto Avenue, San Bernardino CA 92415 from 8 a.m. to 5 

p.m. Monday through Friday, and from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. on Election Day, Tuesday, September 24, 2013.
